If you are a
main character, or a stage manager, you are expected to attend ALL rehearsals you are called
for. If a main character has two unexcused missed rehearsals, the other person double cast will
receive your roll for both shows. All other parts are STRONGLY ENCOURAGED to attend
rehearsals leading up to May. Rehearsals in May and June are REQUIRED FOR EVERYONE and
will be part of the student’s participation grade.

We understand there might be issues with students attending rehearsals. It is imperative to
have GOOD COMMUNICATION to ensure that we know what rehearsals your student(s) might
miss. If there is a conflict, Mrs. Garcia must be notified by email at
jgarcia@stanthonygardena.org. Any conflicts you know about now, please write on the form
below. Conflicts that arise the day of, please send an email. We have made a great effort to
ensure this rehearsal schedule is do-able. We hope that having rehearsals on Wednesdays
from 1-3:30 will allow for more students to attend rehearsals.



If there are any conflicts, please clear them with me ASAP. If you are double cast, you need to
check in to rehearsal and may leave once your counterpart has arrived). Please take a look at
the attached rehearsal schedule. Once again, these rehearsals are required unless they are
cleared with me via email or the form below.

This year, parents or guardians will be responsible for the student’s costumes. There is also a
costume packet attached with this letter. If creating a costume proves too difficult, you do
have an option to notify us by February 15" and we can build your student’s costume for $40.
Sometimes this option makes sense as we have the ability to buy things in bulk and sometimes
get better shipping deals. If you are creating your costume, they must be turned into Mrs.
Garcia by Tuesday, April 25, 2017.

Please note, if you are
cast as a main cast member the pricing might be higher and there may be additional fees for
your costumes.
